The year 2011 has been a year of breakthroughs for bible-teaching-about.com. Join 
us in thanking and praising God for the following: 
 

 We have reached more than 40,000 hits or visited by 20,000 plus unique 
visitors per month. 

 We have a total of 244 new enrollees in our online Bible Academy. 

 The Women’s Corner was officially launched allowing women to submit 
questions and testimonies. 

 Newman Ministries International, Inc. was formed, and filed for non-profit 
recognition. We have received a Federal Tax No. and are awaiting official 
confirmation from IRS. 

 A generous donor who made possible our non-profit formation, send 
support to a village Philippine pastor, ship paper copies of our books to 
Dubai, and made possible our participation in an exciting outreach in West 
Africa (more details below). 

 Fruitful medical ministry outreach in Palawan, Philippines in February. 

 Esmie is getting half-way through her master’s degree in Human Services, 
(Marriage and Family Specialization). She hopes to graduate before the 
end.  

 Esmie was able to share the Gospel to 12 people this year, with 3 praying 
to receive Christ!

ANSWER: 
You bring up a question that has been around for centuries. And, it is a very 
difficult issue in many societies. Missionaries and theologians have given it 
careful thought for a long time.  
 
Let me give you a short and long answer. First, you can be born again in 
Christ no matter what your situation is. The Bible says, “For God so loved 
the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him 
should not perish, but have eternal life” (John 3:16). In another place, it 
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The GREAT COMMISSION: 

"All authority has been 
given to Me in heaven 
and on earth. Go 
therefore and make 
disciples of all the 
nations, baptizing them 
in the name of the 
Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to 
observe all things that I 
have commanded you; 
and lo, I am with you 
always, even to the end 
of the age."

says, “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become 
children of God, even to those who believe in His name” (John 1:12).

PROJECT MONROVIA, LIBERIA, W. AFRICA 

In our previous letter, we shared about our plan to go to Dubai. God closed that 
door, as our contact, who was making arrangements for a collaborative ministry, 
had to flee the country due to persecution and false accusations. However, God 
has opened wide the door to a teaching ministry in Monrovia, Liberia this coming 
March, 2012! 

Last summer, Esmie and I attended a mission conference and had the privilege of 
meeting missionaries from all over the world, and heared exciting reports of how 
God’s Kingdom is growing and encroaching on enemy territories.  One of those 
ministries, the Village Ministries, Inc. (VMI) operates in Monrovia, Liberia in West 
Africa. (For more information on Monrovia, Liberia, click on this link:

The director of VMI, Pastor Eric Sumo, invited us to help train hundreds of village 
church leaders and pastors, most of whom have no formal Bible school training and 
scant materials for use in the ministry. The target pastors are responsible for 
reaching 80,000 people in their area, many of whom are Muslims.  

After much prayer, Esmie and I decided to trust God and accept the invitation. We 
are now in the process of preparing for a teaching conference which, God 
permiting, will be attended by at least 300 village pastors. The conference will take 
place between March 2 and March 15, 2012. Willis is expected to teach 2 courses: 
Counseling and Anger Management. Pastor Eric informed us that since the country 
is fresh out of decades of civil wars, there is a great need for a Biblical message on 
dealing with anger and the need for forgiveness.

In 1999 the government of 
Charles Taylor was accused of supporting rebels in Sierra Leone, and it fought a border war with 
Guinea in 2000. Taylor was forced into exile in 2003, and the new government—under the leadership 
of Africa's first elected female president in 2005, Ellen Johnson Sirleaf—works to rebuild the nation.
